Image Transfers 
 
Mia Hall, Furniture Design Professor at the Furniture Program at 
UALR and exhibiting furniture maker and artist, wil l demonstrate 
how to apply images to wood utilizing a number of techniques.  

 

Mia offers the following, including a chance for th ose attend-
ing to learn “hands on” about this process : 

 
"What is so different and appealing about these techniques is that 
you can still  see the wood grain through the white or very l ight ar-
eas of the images giving it the affect of the image having been 
printed directly onto the wood. The techniques are also very envi-
ronmentally friendly, not to terribly hard to learn and affordable. If 
you wish to do a sample after the demo, bring a small piece of light 
wood or veneer sanded to 180 and a color copy (very important that 
it is a copy and not a computer printout or photo) not larger than 6"x 
6" of anything you would like to transfer to wood. I will also have 
some copies for you to use and I will supply the transfer mediums."
