Image Transfers

Mia Hall, Furniture Design Professor at the Furniture Program at UALR and exhibiting furniture maker and artist,
demonstrated how to apply images to wood utilizing the gel process she developed through an experimentation
process. Mia remarked that: "Whatis so different and appealing about these techniques isthat you can dtill see
the wood grain through the white or very light areas of the images giving it the affect of the image having been

printed directly onto the wood. The techniques are also very environmentally friendly, not to terribly hard to learn
and affordable.” Mia provided a two page handout detailing her process for distribution to interested attendees.
